COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will help students to learn how to write in Spanish for Spanish audiences outside academic
disciplines. Students will work on producing autobiographical and ethnographical essays, film reviews, and
opinion columns that are clear and compelling to a wide range of readers. The course covers basic lessons in
Spanish grammar and spelling, the Latina/o/e experience in the United States, aspects of Latin American and
Spanish culture, as well as an introduction to Hispanic literature in the United States.

Objectives:
e Compose texts using most common genre conventions to communicate with non-specialized audiences
in Spanish.

e Improve Spanish grammar and vocabulary.

e Improve writing skill in Spanish by collaborating with pears, by providing reviews and evaluations and
by incorporating classmates’ reviews and evaluations.

e Analyze and understand differences and similarities in written genres produced in the Hispanic world.

e Connect student’ personal and professional interests with a larger community of Spanish speakers within
and outside the US.

Learning Goals
e Students will develop critical thinking.
e Students will develop the ability to articulate personal and communal experiences using Spanish
language.
e Students will be able to articulate their critical opinions on issues and problematics addressed in class
using Spanish language.
e Students will enter in a dialogue with Spanish speaking communities.
C. COURSE POLICIES

1. Attendance
Attendance and participation are mandatory. You must come to class every week and you must be ready to
participate actively in class discussion as well as small group activities. Attendance factors into your
participation grade.
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e You are allowed two “grace” absence, which cannot be taken on a day when you are scheduled to make a
presentation or a report. For each subsequent absence 2% will be deducted from your final grade.

e Missed work can only be made up if you have valid documentation. Legitimate excused absences include
the following: verifiable confining illness, serious verifiable family emergencies, subpoenas, jury duty, and
military service. It is your responsibility to notify the instructor of any excused absences as far in advance as
possible. Work must be made up in a timely manner (e.g. before the next scheduled evaluation).

e Documentation for excused absences must be presented as soon as possible. No documentation will be
accepted after the last day of regularly scheduled classes.

Class participation

This course is conducted in Spanish. Students are expected to participate (group discussions and assignments) in
Spanish. This is a class for YOU to feel confident writing and communicating with Spanish audiences. ‘Writing
is rewriting’ and in Spanish it is crucial for you to draft and review and correct your writing to build up your
writing skills. The use of Spanish is expected in every activity in the class with the instructor and classmates.
You are expected to attend all classes, read the material before class, and participate actively in classroom
activities. You will be expected to participate in class activities and discussions, to continue to improve your
speaking fluency.

Grammar exercises: All students must complete the assigned reading and grammar Tareas by the date
indicated in the course schedule. These Tareas will be reviewed on the textbook website VHL Central.

Compositions (3): Each student will write three compositions. The compositions must be written clearly,
concisely, and demonstrate a good use of the Spanish language. The required format is MLA, with 12-point
New Time Romans font and double spacing. For each composition students should follow these steps:

1. Brainstorming:
Students are expected to brainstorm ideas for each composition during class sessions and create an outline.

2. First Draft:
Students should bring a printed copy of their first version for review by a peer, utilizing the assigned handout.
Peers will provide feedback using the assigned handout during the review hour.

3. Second Version: Blackboard Submission
Based on their first version and their peer’s feedback, students will write a second version. The second version
of your “composicion” will be submitted on Blackboard by the scheduled deadline. The submission should
include the peer review handout’s picture. Each second version submission will be graded based on completion,
taking into account the appropriate length and incorporation of peer suggestions.

Instructors Feedback

The instructor will review the second versions, offering corrections and suggestions through Blackboard.
Students are expected to address and incorporate this feedback into their work before submitting the final
version on the scheduled day.

4. Final Version: Blackboard Submission:
On each assigned day, students are required to upload their final composition to Blackboard. Each submission
will be evaluated based on genre conventions and individual requirements discussed during class for each
composition. It is essential that students adhere to the guidelines provided.
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Autobiographical Essay (2-3 pages). Students will develop a first-person autobiographical essay. The essay
can explore the history of relatives, recount personal experiences with Spanish language, or relationships with
countries of origin or family etc. Students can also focus on aspects of their identities.

Opinion Column. Develop an opinion column of 400-500 words for the local press on a topic of interest to the
community. The grade, however, does not depend on whether the composition is published or not but on its
good development of ideas and clear and correct expression in Spanish.

3) Ethnographic Study. Develop a 3—4-page ethnographic study in which the student interview a
Hispanic/Latino member of the family or community. The student should choose one aspect of their experience,
such as:

e An important moment in their life
e A time when they overcame a challenge
e Traditions

It is essential to schedule an appointment with the person you will interview, prepare a list of questions, and
record the conversation. You will also submit a transcription of this interview

Financial Aid and Verification of Attendance: According to the following federal regulation, 34 CFR 668.21:
U.S. Department of Education (DoE) Title IV regulation, a student can only receive Title IV funds based on
Title IV eligibility criteria which include class attendance. If Title IV funds are disbursed to ineligible students
(including students who fail to begin attendance), the institution must return these funds to the U.S. DoE within
30 days of becoming aware that the student will not or has not begun attendance. Faculty will provide the Office
of Financial Aid with an electronic notification if a student has not attended the first week of class. Any student
receiving federal financial aid who does not attend the first week of class will have their aid terminated and
returned to the DoE. Please note that any student who stops attending at any time during the semester may also
need to return a portion of their federal aid.

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Writing, Language, and Digital Composing Center: The Writing, Language, and Digital Composing Center
supports graduate and undergraduate students in all three colleges as well as faculty and staff.

Meeting Basic Needs: Any student who has difficulty affording groceries or accessing sufficient food to eat
every day, or who lacks a safe and stable place to live, and believes this may affect their performance in the
course, is urged to contact the Dean of Students (DOS@tamusa.edu) for support. Furthermore, please notify the
professor if you are comfortable in doing so. This will enable them to provide any resources they may possess.
Military Affairs: Veterans and active-duty military personnel are welcomed and encouraged to communicate, in
advance if possible, and special circumstances (e.g., upcoming deployment, drill requirements, disability
accommodations).

Religious Observances: Texas A&M University-San Antonio recognizes the diversity of faiths represented
among the campus community and protects the rights of students, faculty, and staff to observe religious holidays
according to their tradition. Under the policy, students are provided an opportunity to make up any examination,
study, or work requirements that may be missed due to a religious observance provided they notify their
instructors before the end of the second week of classes for regular session classes.

The Six-Drop Rule: Students are subject to the requirements of Senate Bill (SB) 1231 passed by the Texas
Legislature in 2007. SB 1231 limits students to a maximum of six (6) non-punitive course drops (i.e., courses a
student chooses to drop) during their undergraduate careers. A non-punitive drop does not affect the student’s
GPA. However, course drops that exceed the maximum allowed by SB 1231 will be treated as “F” grades and
will impact the student’s GPA.

Statement of Harassment and Discrimination: Texas A&M University-San Antonio is committed to the
fundamental principles of academic freedom, equality of opportunity and human dignity.

Pregnant/Parenting Students: Texas A&M-San Antonio does not require a pregnant or parenting student, solely

because of that status or issues related to that status, to (1) take a leave of absence or withdraw from their degree
or certificate program; (2) limit the student’s studies; (3) participate in an alternative program; (4) change the
student’s major, degree, or certificate program; or (5) refrain from joining or cease participating in any course,
activity, or program at the University. The university will provide reasonable accommodations to pregnant
students that would be provided to a student with a temporary medical condition and that are related to the
health and safety of the student and the student’s unborn child. These could include maintaining a safe distance
from substances, areas, and activities known to be hazardous to pregnant individuals and their unborn child;
excused absences because of illness or medical appointments; modified due dates for assignments; rescheduled
tests/exams; taking a leave of absence; and being provided access to instructional materials and video
recordings of lectures for excused absences, if these would be provided to any other student with an excused
absence.

Students’ Rights and Responsibilities: The following statement of students’ rights and responsibilities is
intended to reflect the philosophical base upon which University Student Rules are built. This philosophy
acknowledges the existence of both rights and responsibilities, which is inherent to an individual not only as a
student at Texas A&M University-San Antonio but also as a citizen of this country.

Students’ Rights
1. A student shall have the right to participate in a free exchange of ideas, and there shall be no University

rule or administrative rule that in any way abridges the rights of freedom of speech, expression, petition
and peaceful assembly as set forth in the U.S. Constitution.

2. Each student shall have the right to participate in all areas and activities of the University, free from any
form of discrimination, including harassment, on the basis of race, color, national or ethnic origin,
religion, sex, disability, age, sexual orientation, or veteran status in accordance with applicable federal
and state laws.

3. A student has the right to personal privacy except as otherwise provided by law, and this will be
observed by students and University authorities alike.

4. Each student subject to disciplinary action arising from violations of university student rules shall be
assured a fundamentally fair process.

Students’ Responsibilities
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1. A student has the responsibility to respect the rights and property of others, including other students, the
faculty and administration.

2. A student has the responsibility to be fully acquainted with the published University Student Rules
found in the Student Handbook, Student Code of Conduct, on our website, University Catalog and to
comply with them, as well as federal, state, and local laws.

3. A student has the responsibility to recognize that student actions reflect upon the individuals involved
and upon the entire University community.

4. A student has the responsibility to recognize the University’s obligation to provide an environment for

learning.
5. A student has the responsibility to check their university email for any updates or official university
notification.

We expect that students will behave in a manner that is dignified, respectful, and courteous to all people,

regardless of sex, ethnic/racial origin, religious background, sexual orientation or disability. Behaviors that

infringe on the rights of another individual will not be tolerated.
Students are expected to exhibit a high level of honesty and integrity in their pursuit of higher education.
Students engaging in an act that violates the standards of academic integrity will find themselves facing
academic and/or disciplinary sanctions. Academic misconduct is any act, or attempt, which gives an unfair
advantage to the student. Additionally, any behavior specifically prohibited by a faculty member in the course
syllabus or class discussion may be considered as academic misconduct. For more information on academic
misconduct policies and procedures please review the Student Code of Conduct.
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
